EDDC PLANNING APPLICATION NUMBER 14/3022/MOUT

PROPOSAL TO BUILD 150 NEW HOUSES ON LAND BETWEEN HULHAM AND MARLEY ROAD

I am writing to express my/our views on the above planning application

Based on my/our knowledge of what is proposed I / strongly believe that this proposal should be rejected by EDDC.

My/Our key objections are as follows 

It is against the wishes of local residents and local councillors. This proposal is not included in either the existing or new (Draft) EDDC local plan for the area having been previously specifically rejected.  The developers are now trying to resurrect this proposal in an attempt to get it approved before the new (Draft) local plan for the area is finalised . We strongly believe that the democratic process should not be allowed to be bypassed in this way.
The proposed access off Marley Road is unsafe. Devon County Council Highways Department have commented that “the highway infrastructure, both carriageways and footways, in the vicinity of the site are completely inadequate”. We are sure that all of us who use Marley Road will strongly agree with this statement especially as there have again been several serious accidents in the last three months which have blocked Hulham Road and the B3179 causing great inconvenience.
It could cause irredeemable environmental damage.  Thanks to the support of residents following the removal of an ancient oak tree the whole site has now been placed under a blanket TPO. The Developers, in order to exploit the site for housing, are proposing the removal of another 11 valuable trees. The loss of this Greenfield site threatens a number of protected species including some rare species of bat. It is also currently designated as a key buffer zone between the town and the”Pebblebed Heaths” which are a special protected area. We believe that the mitigation proposed by the developer is wholly inadequate to prevent serious damage to this environment. 
Our local Health Services and Junior Schools are already at capacity. At present residents are already experiencing delays in getting to see their GP and the local Brixington Primary School does not have enough places to support growth of this kind. These issues must be addressed before any further unplanned developments of this type are allowed. 

The drainage issue is untested. The developers’ consultant states that the site “appears well drained with no signs of waterlogging“. Those of us that live near the site know that it is frequently waterlogged there is considerable water runoff from the site onto adjacent land that ultimately flows into Hulham and Marley Road. We are concerned that no underground spring mapping has ever taken place and the development will disturb the network that we believe to exist and transfer the problems further into Exmouth.
